Youngstown 2010 Lures Investor: WDP Investments LLC
of Dunkirk, Md., has purchased two apartment buildings
from DEBO Properties of Providence, R.l., for a little more
than $3 million. The purchase consists of 96 units in
two locations, 2212 Canfield Road in Youngstown and
3796 Indian Run in Canfield. The purchase price breaks
down to about $31,770 per unit.

WDP Investments is the investment entity of William
D. Parsons, an Ohio native who grew up in Uniontown.
This is Parsons' first purchase in the area.

The decision to invest in the area, Parsons says,
was sparked by Youngstown Mayor Jay Williams and the
national attention his Youngstown 2010 redevelopment
plan has drawn. Parsons noted The Wall Street Journal
article May 4 that reported on the plan’s controlled
shrinkage initiative and efforts to build a “green com-
munity.”

“l really see Youngstown turning around in the next
five years,” Parsons says, “and investment properties
there now are being overlooked.”
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
